Russ has been the Director of the Pacific Northwest Qualifier for the last nine 
years and also serves as the Evergreen Region’s sport court rental and set-up 
person. 
 
Russ has been on the staff of the Goodwill Games in 1990, numerous USA 
Men’s and Women’s volleyball matches, World League 2000 and 2006,  and the 
1997 NCAA Division I Women’s Volleyball Championships. 
 
In 2004, Russ was nominated and received USA Volleyball’s National Award for 
Junior Olympic Outstanding Service. 
 
Russ is employed as a Manager with the Division of Occupational Safety and 
Health of Labor and Industries.
